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Position the pressure cut out switches in the system as indicated on the drawing below. The pressure switch is 
supplied complete with a bracket which makes it suitable for wall mounting. 
 
IMPORTANT:   ALWAYS USE A SPANNER WHEN CONNECTING THE SWITCH TO WATER SYSTEM TO    
                         AVOID DISTORTING THE SWITCH CASING. DO NOT TWIST SWITCH CASING BY HAND.

1. Settings – High Pressure Cut Out Switch 
 

a. ‘Range Scale’ setting should be set at 0.35 bar (5 psi) below safety valve setting. If the 
circulating pump   is in the return this valve should be reduced by the pump head. 

 

b. ‘Differential Scale’ the setting is arbitrary and unless given on the specification or drawing set 
at 0.7 bar (10 psi). 

 
2. Settings – Low Pressure Cut Out Switch 
 

 a. ‘Range Scale’ setting equals air cushion pressure, minus 0.15 bar (2 psi). 
 

 b. ‘Differential Scale’ setting – set to minimum. 
 
Adjustment procedure: 
 
1. Remove the centre screw from the plastic knob on top of the switch and remove knob. 
 

2. Gently lift the metal pear-shaped locking plate from the splines. 
 

3. The two indicators, Range Scale and Differential Scale, may now be adjusted using the plastic knob 
or a screw driver. 

 

4. It is recommended that the locking plate is replaced after adjustments have been made.
